Rump (Fairly True Tales, Book 1) by Liesl Shurtliff

In a magic kingdom where your name is your destiny, 12-year-old Rump is the butt of
everyone's joke. But when he finds an old spinning wheel, his luck seems to change. Rump
discovers he has a gift for spinning straw into gold. His best friend, Red Riding Hood, warns him
that magic is dangerous, and she’s right. With each thread he spins, he weaves himself deeper
into a curse. To break the spell, Rump must go on a perilous quest, fighting off pixies, trolls,
poison apples, and a wickedly foolish queen. The odds are against him, but with courage and
friendship—and a cheeky sense of humor—he just might triumph in the end.

The Invention of Hugo Cabret by Brian Selznick

Orphan, clock keeper, and thief, Hugo lives in the walls of a busy Paris train station, where his
survival depends on secrets and anonymity. But when his world suddenly interlocks with an
eccentric, bookish girl and a bitter old man who runs a toy booth in the station, Hugo's
undercover life, and his most precious secret, are put in jeopardy. A cryptic drawing, a treasured
notebook, a stolen key, a mechanical man, and a hidden message from Hugo's dead father form
the backbone of this intricate, tender, and spellbinding mystery.

Lunch Lady (Lunch Lady Series, Book 1) by Jarrett J. Krosoczka

The Breakfast Bunch — friends Hector, Terrence, and Dee — used to speculate about their
Lunch Lady’s life outside of the cafeteria, but they never could’ve guessed the truth: that she’s
actually a spatula-wielding superhero, and justice is on the menu. Lunch Lady knows whenever
there’s something fishy going on at the school, and she’s on the case with her new superhero
assistants, the Breakfast Bunch themselves.

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Sideways Stories From Wayside School (Wayside School Series) by Louis Sachar

The Phantom Tollbooth by Norton Juster

fact, it’s exciting beyond his wildest dreams

Phoebe and Her Unicorn (Phoebe and Her Unicorn Series, book 1) by Dana Simpson

What could be more magical than having a unicorn as a best friend? For nine-year-old Phoebe
Howell, it all started while she was skipping rocks across a pond and accidentally hit a dazzling
but self-absorbed unicorn named Marigold Heavenly Nostrils. Together, the unlikely BFFs
discover a world full of magical mysteries and adventure, taking on everything from cruel
classmates to candy-breathing dragons. These beautifully drawn comics show that even when
life isn’t all rainbows and glitter, every day is magical with your best friend.
